TERMS AND CONDITIONS

THE ACT

1. The Signatory agrees to provide a concert programme suitable for presentation before a paying public audience.

2. There are no restrictions on the style, form or content of the programme.

3. For the purposes of calculating the PRS tariff and assessing the suitability of the programme, the Signatory is requested to supply WCGS with full details of the concert programme.

4. The concert programme details should include:

i) The full given titles of the work(s).

ii) The composers / author’s name(s) and (where possible) dates.

iii) Any arrangers / translators name(s).

iv) Duration timings for each of the pieces.

v) Whether the programme will include an interval.

5. The Signatory agrees to co-operate in a risk assessment for the performance if asked to do so.

6. Lighting for the event is general cover, if any special lighting or stage effects are required, these can be discussed on an individual basis.

MARKETING AND PROMOTION

9. WCGS agrees wherever possible to provide the Act with all marketing support consistent with normal practices.   This includes the production, printing and distribution of posters and flyers.    Press releases, mail-shots and web listings.

10. WCGS also agrees wherever possible to liase with the Venue and supply all required information on the Act to assist them in producing publicity for inclusion in their brochure, web site listings, mail-shots and press releases.

11. As an absolute minimum, the Signatory is required to submit a description of the event / programme of around 100 words length and a set of photos: thumbnails for inclusion in web postings, and press quality for press releases.

12. WCGS and the Venue reserve the right to edit any submitted materials in order to meet publishing criteria.

13. The Signatory agrees to supply any other supplementary materials as and when agreed.

FINANCIAL

14. The division of income from ticket sales is 50 / 50.

15. Tickets are currently £TBC and £TBC (concessions) to non-members.

16. Children at or under the age of 16 are entitled to free admission when accompanied by an adult.

17. WCGS members are entitled to a discount on tickets for themselves; current price £TBC.

18. The Signatory / Act is encouraged to boost their income from the event by bringing along any relevant merchandise, eg CD’s, books etc.

19. The Signatory / Act is entitled to 100% of merchandising proceeds.

20. WCGS will meet all costs associated with the performance: hire of the Venue, marketing and publicity, PRS royalties, plus any agreed additional insurance cover.

21. The Signatory agrees to meet the production and delivery costs of any salient materials, including photographs used in the publicity, mounting and display of merchandise items etc.

22. WCGS agrees to meet the fuel (or equivalent public transport) costs of a return journey from the Signatory / Act’s departure address to the Venue up to a maximum of £100 per Act.

23. WCGS agrees to pay the Act any and / or all fees and expenses due, within 30 days after the date of the concert.

DISCLAIMER

24. The New Artists Scheme is open to all irrespective of status, gender, ethnicity, age or beliefs.

25. Any exceptions to the programme or event requirements or to the terms and conditions of the contract will be considered on a case by case basis.

26. WCGS reserves the right to cancel the event for any reason at no cost to the Signatory / Act, and to provide the Signatory / Act with reasonable notice of such cancellation.

27. The Signatory may be liable for any and / or all of the outstanding costs if cancelling without good reason after the contract has been signed.

28. All performers are strongly advised to take out their own public liability and instrument insurance.

29. Neither WCGS nor the Venue can accept responsibility for any loss or damage to any personal possessions, merchandise or equipment during the period of the engagement under any circumstances.

30. The Signatory and all members of the Act will comply with the terms and conditions set out in the contract of hire between WCGS and the Venue.

31. Public liability insurance is provided by the Venue for the building and its use, if however, the event requires additional cover for the Act, this must be disclosed before signing and submitting the contract.
